
 
 

WELCOME TO THE TROPICANA CASINO AND RESORT 

The Tropicana Casino and Resort, New Jersey’s premier resort destination since its opening on 
November 23, 1981, provides a world-class experience in a spectacular hotel and casino.  The 
sprawling resort includes luxury ocean view hotel rooms and hotel suites, round-the-clock casino 
gaming, gourmet dining, live entertainment, beach-front and Boardwalk location, and an array of retail 
options.  
 
The Quarter is one of Atlantic City’s largest non-gaming expansions to date and is home to a stunning 
array of world-class restaurants, red-hot entertainment and nightlife venues, chic and cultured retail 
and a lavish and luxuriant spa facility.   

 
Today, the property encompasses more than 14 acres of land and beach frontage of 220 yards along the 
famed Boardwalk in Atlantic City.  The Tropicana offers guests 2,129 hotel rooms and suites 
throughout its four towers including, the Havana Tower, North Tower, South Tower and West Tower. 
 
The non-stop action on the casino floor features includes more than 147,240 square-feet of gaming 
space with more than 170 tables, including the 35-table poker room, and more than 3,200 slots on three 
floors.  Open 24 hours a day, the casino floor provides guests with continuous action, and exciting 
promotions. 
 
Along with the superior casino and hotel facilities, the Tropicana houses the largest showroom in 
Atlantic City, the only IMAX Theatre in South Jersey and movie theater in Atlantic City, and more 
than 20 restaurants.  
 

HOTEL 

The Tropicana Casino and Resort is the second largest hotel in the state of New Jersey with 2,129 
guest rooms and suites and two entertainment, dining and shopping expansions with the additions of 
The Quarter and The Marketplace.  The hotel lobby, located on the ground floor of the South Tower 
opened May 1996 and was renovated in 2003.  The lobby features 24 check-in stations including 18 
general stations, six Premier check-in stations and one full service concierge.  Additional check-in 
desks are located on the third floor of the Havana Tower in The Quarter.  Given the property’s 
boardwalk locale, rooms boast spectacular views through expansive windows. 

 

The Havana Tower 

This 18-floor tower consists of 505 guest rooms and 45,000 square feet of hospitality suites and 
meeting space.   The Havana Tower offers attractive and contemporary guestrooms and suites with 
stunning ocean to bay views.  Guest rooms measure 374 square feet and are equipped with a 
refrigerator, coffee maker, safe, iron and ironing board, hair dryer, high speed internet access, two  
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phone lines and 25-inch televisions.  Each of the premium suites measure 663 square feet and features 
all of the amenities of the standard rooms, plus living rooms with sofas and chairs and an additional 
25-inch television.  As part of The Quarter, the Havana Tower rooms are just steps away from world-
class dining, sophisticated shopping and the hottest entertainment and nightlife.   
 

The North Tower 

Tropicana’s North Tower, renovated in Spring 2006, received a makeover with new furniture, décor 
and amenities in guestrooms as well as refreshed hallways and lobby areas.  These enhanced facilities 
complement the new accommodations found at the Havana Tower.   Guests in the North Tower are 
steps away from the casino, boardwalk, Tropicana Showroom and the Business Center.   
 

The South Tower 

The South Tower guest rooms were completely renovated in May of 2007.  This comprehensive 
reconfiguration of accommodations will transform the guest experience, offering an all-suite 
environment with new bathrooms, upgraded amenities such as flat screen televisions and double 
vanities.  Guests in the South Tower are steps away from the casino, boardwalk, The Marketplace and 
the Health Club, featuring an indoor pool.  

 

The West Tower 

Located in the heart of the casino, the West Tower guest rooms offer exquisite ocean and boardwalk 
views.  The 50th floor opened May 1996 features six breathtaking penthouse super-suites.  These 
themed suites range in size from 1,600 to 3,000 square-feet, offer panoramic views of Atlantic City as 
well as both ocean and bay views.  The super-suites include the following themes:  Santa Fe, 
Caribbean, MarraKesh, Villa Roma, Versailles and Park Avenue.  Guests in the West Tower have 
close access to the casino, The Quarter and the Transportation Center.  
 

The Quarter 
On November 23, 2004, the Tropicana became home to The Quarter, a 200,000 square-foot complex 
with unique dining, entertainment and retail experiences.  The Quarter at Tropicana Casino and Resort 
holds bragging rights to the largest non-gaming expansion in the history of the city.  One of the 
project’s key features is The Havana Tower, an 18-floor hotel, consisting of 505 new guest rooms, 
45,000 square feet of hospitality suites and meeting space with stunning, unobstructed ocean to bay 
views, as well as 2,400 new parking spaces.  When combined with the existing property, The Quarter 
makes the Tropicana the largest hotel in the state of New Jersey with 2,129 guest rooms. 
 
The Quarter at Tropicana brings to life the streets of Old Havana through a sprawling two-story 
streetscape, offering guests more than 50 different dining, shopping, entertainment and spa options.  
The Quarter and the Tropicana provide visitors with more than half dozen restaurants, capable of 
accommodating more than 5,000 diners, while offering three times the entertainment, shopping and spa 
options than any other hotel casino in Atlantic City. 
 

The Marketplace 
In April of 2003, the Tropicana opened The Marketplace, a 21,000 square ft. gaming, dining, 
entertainment and a retail center accessible directly from the Boardwalk.  The Marketplace, a casual 
setting with a Cuban vibe, is home to A Dam Good Deli, Boardwalk Favorites, Corky’s Ribs & BBQ,  
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Create-A-Cone, Firewaters, Hooters and Starbucks as well as James’ Salt Water Taffy and the 
Boardwalk Corner Store.  The Fiesta Buffet, which further extends The Quarter’s Cuban theme, is 
located inside The Marketplace and overlooks the Boardwalk.   

 

 

CASINO 

The Tropicana, voted Atlantic City's "Luckiest Casino" in 2007 (as well as in 2006, 2005, 2004, 2003, 
and 2002) by Casino Player Magazine, boasts more than 3,200 slot machines and 170 table games, in 
more than 147,240 square-feet of gaming space.  Tropicana offers the latest slot machines and all the 
best table games, including Blackjack, Craps, Roulette, Baccarat, as well as a vast array of poker 
games, including Three Card, Caribbean Stud, Let it Ride, Four Card and Texas Hold ‘Em. 
 
The Tropicana contains more than 3,200 slot games set in themed areas in three floors, including 
Change Your Life Casino, Red Hot Nickels, Pennies in Heaven, Penny Pavilion, Palm Walk, Palm 
Court, Royal Flush Court, The Cash Contraption, Slot City Estates and the Crystal Room.  A variety of 
slots like Wheel of Fortune, Super Spin, Monte Carlo, Top Dollar, Deal or No Deal, Triple Play Poker, 
Super Times Pay, Spin Poker, Fort Knox, Cash Express, Super Jackpot Party, Powerball, and Triple 
Star Penny Progressives are also available.  Tropicana’s newest slot areas Palm Cove (high limit) and 
Havana Rooftop Slots offer additional options for guests.  
 

Diamond Club 
The Diamond Club card is the official rewards club of the Tropicana.  Diamond Club members earn 
EZ Slot dollars and comp dollars as well as invitations to special events, promotions and tournaments.  
Comp Dollars can be redeemed at any Tropicana owned restaurant, shopping, dining or partying in 
The Quarter or they can go towards hotel rooms and entertainment. The Diamond Club promotions 
booth is located in the South Tower Casino and sign-up is free.  Diamond Club members can check 
their points at any of the cash & comp kiosks located throughout the casino.   
 
The newest addition, the IN Card, is a part of the Diamond Club geared at a younger audience with 
benefits focusing on nightlife experiences.  Partnering with many of The Quarter’s retailers, the IN 
Card provides members with the benefits they want based on their play.  
 

The Crystal Room 
The Crystal Room is a high limit slot area with high stakes slot action with luxurious intimate comfort 
and a refined atmosphere. Slot denominations in Crystal Room range from one dollar to one hundred 
dollars. Players can enjoy Cashless Slot Play, comfort seating and personalized in-room drink service. 
The Crystal Room also provides cable TV at each machine and private music for its high-rolling slot 
players. 
 

Havana Rooftop Slots  

Authentic Cuban music, vivid artwork, specialty drinks, festive lighting, and enticing aromas of citrus 
and coffee plus 165 new slots.  Guests will feel transported to another time and place as they play slots 
overlooking the casino floor. Located in the North Tower Casino. 
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Palm Cove Slots  

Located on the casino level in the South Tower, Palm Cove features more than 60 popular machines 
will grace the sultry island themed environment including $5 Wheel of Fortune, $1 Video Roulette, 
Super Times Pay Poker, Triple Player Poker Dollar Link, Double Gold, Game of Life, Deal or No Deal 
and 3-Reel Dollar with personalized service.

The Tropicana Poker room is one of the largest in Atlantic City, featuring tournaments seven days a 
week.  The 10,183 square-foot Poker Room opened in 1996 and will soon upgrade to a new space in 
the heart of the casino floor overlooking the beach and Boardwalk.  The Poker Room offers 35 tables 
offering No Limit and Limit Hold ‘em as well as Seven Card Stud and Omaha.

P.F. Chang's has an extensive wine by 
the glass program, original cocktail creations like the Belvedere Pomarancza Sunsplash as well 
as classic cocktails with a P.F. Chang's twist. PF Chang’s seats 232. 

• Red Square:  Jeffrey Chodorow of China Grill and now Red Square fame brings his magic to 
The Quarter at Tropicana with a cutting-edge restaurant and mod vodka bar. Red Square's ultra-
trendy presentation features a pseudo-Soviet atmosphere highlighted by a 60-foot bar made of 
real ice. Red Square features more than 100 rare vodkas stored in a custom-designed vodka 
locker and served at a bracing 30 degrees below zero.  Red Square is located on the second 
floor of The Quarter and seats 168.

Tropicana Showroom 

The Tropicana Showroom with a capacity of 2000 is one of the largest showrooms in Atlantic City and 
only Broadway-style teater in Atlantic City.  The Showroom features headline entertainment, revue 
shows, sporting events and Broadway productions such as Rent, Cats, Sound of Music, Grease and 
Riverdance. 
 
The Showroom opened 1984 and was remodeled in 1998 with Broadway style seating.  In 2000, the 
Claire Brothers, who built sound systems for Madonna and Elton John, installed a new sound system in 
the Showroom.  In 2002, new automated lighting was installed, featuring an assortment of spot 
luminaries and ellipsoidal reflector spotlights. 
 

Comedy Stop 

The Comedy Stop, Atlantic City’s longest-running comedy club, celebrated its 20th Anniversary in 
August, 2003. The venue hosts the nation’s brightest comics and rising stars in an intimate, nightclub 
setting. Performances are nightly, and the space may be rented out for private parties.  Many major 
stars launched their careers at Comedy Stop, including Rosie O’Donnell, Tim Allen and Ray Romano. 
 

IMAX Theatre 

The IMAX Theatre at the Tropicana is the only movie theatre in Atlantic City and the only IMAX 
Theatre in Southern New Jersey. Located on the third floor in The Quarter, the IMAX Theatre seats 
280. The crystal clear images project up to five and a half stories high and wrap-around digital 
surround sound take viewers to places only imagined.   
 
The IMAX Theatre at the Tropicana offers both IMAX DMR (digital re-mastering) and IMAX 3D 
technology, the most advanced 3D film technology in the world.  The IMAX Theatre at the Tropicana 
provides the audience with polarized glasses to wear in order to view the stunning 3D images.  More
